The Morayfield station accessibility upgrade is part of Queensland Rail’s $300 million program to
upgrade stations across the South East Queensland network, making them accessible for all customers.
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Project progress
Activities recently undertaken at Morayfield include:

e installation of safety fencing

e minor platform works, vegetation removal and
relocation of ticketing and vending equipment

e contractor site establishment (off Visentin Road)

e return of student artwork (installed in 2006) to
Morayfield East State School.

In the coming weeks, customers and the community
can expect to see the following activities:

e changes to station access and pedestrian
pathways throughout the precinct

e realignment of footbridge stairs to enable
construction on platform 1 (early November)

e station building demolition and associated works.
