Day works – gas main installation 



From Monday 19 October 2020

To facilitate station upgrade works, gas provider APA will undertake horizontal directional drilling (underboring) works to install a replacement gas main beneath the rail corridor (between James Street and Merton Street) from Monday 19 October 2020 (day works only for up to three days, weather and construction conditions permitting).
The drilling rig will be set up and launched from the park area at the corner of James and Coronation Streets. A vacuum excavation truck will operate from the end of the cul de sac, near 13 Merton Street.
Traffic management will be in operation on James, Coronation and Merton Streets. Access to private properties will be maintained.
While nearby residents may experience some noise associated with these activities in the vicinity of the work zones, every effort will be made to minimise disruption and we apologise for any inconvenience.
